Who in our history has said these words? Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Moses, Samuel and Isaiah. Without a doubt, names well known to all of us.
Each one of them is a foundational pillar to our heritage. Every one of these individuals responded with a heneni to a request calling for account-
ability and support.

Temple Beth Israel is our well of sustenance that is calling out to each one of us. Just as in ancient times the well provided water and sustenance
for the community. Temple Beth Israel is communal property. TBI offers both physical and spiritual sustenance. All of us should now heed its call

and like our forefathers and foremothers and state, “Heneni

What are the needs of the temple? Perhaps the needs to which | refer eludes you. After all we have a beautifully refurbished main sanctuary. We
are fortunate to have a new rabbi, we are celebrating our 25th year with Cantor Band, and Andrea Baron administrates and cares for our temple
needs with total devotion. We have educational programs and social events throughout the year.

What are the conditions or needs of our well, our temple?

We have about 100 Members who belong to TBI. How many support and contribute with a hearty and full throated, “Heneni”? This past year
only 67 % of our members paid our very modest full annual fee. That means 1/3rd of our congregants participate with less than a full member-
ship contribution. Of course, there are good reasons that some cannot pay their full annual dues, but this discrepancy has left us with a $21,000
shortfall just in membership dues alone. It is a simple fact that 67% full paying members cannot sustain our temple, our home.

Last year, Jim Baron presented a bleak but realistic account of our financial affairs. Our assets had dipped 20%. Our membership commitment to
paying dues was 67%. Sponsorship of the Saturday kiddush was low. Many structures were in of need repairs. Jim Baron’s appeal was heard and
we raised $15,000.

Through the stewardship of George Isaac and Jim Baron and with help from Ben Nudelman, Mark Frydenberg and me, we have been able to help
improve the shul’s financial situation. The current market and the reshuffling of our portfolio has enabled us to double our rate of return from 5%
to 10%. This has given us the opportunity to begin the replenishment of our capital.

The horizon is strewn with expenses that must be met. We need a new roof over the sanctuary, new air conditioning, better accessibility, competi-
tive salaries for our rabbi, executive director, and our chazan who is celebrating her 25th year with us. In short, we need additional donations to
sustain us for the future.

Last year this community was very generous with extra contributions which helped tremendously. We ask if you can be generous once again
this coming year. Your contributions allowed us to continue a kiddush lunch every Saturday. This tradition is vital to our community. Everyone is
welcome. It's a special time during which people can share stories and connect with each other. To continue this endeavor we need sponsorship,
members who will donate to pay for a luncheon. Do this in memory or in honor of someone. Celebrate your birthday or an anniversary. Do it for a
good reason. Do it for no reason. Like the commercial says, “Just do it”

There are other ways you can help. Consider donating to our building fund or our various educational programs. Honor your family members who
have passed or commit to a donation out of your love of Torah and our future. Our goal this year is $25,000 from 100% of our membership
and guests.

We all need to commit ourselves to this Temple. We need to keep our word, fulfill our obligations spiritually, socially and financially.
| will quote from Pirkei Avot, the Ethics of our Fathers: Chapter 1, verse 15:
Emor M’at v’ Assay Harbay! Say little and do much.

Members and guests of Temple Beth Israel, it is time for each of us to say, “Heneni”. Pledge your support for your spiritual and social home.
Don't just nod. Stand up, be counted and accountable and donate generously so we can continue our work and be a welcoming, enriching shul
for all who choose to enter our doors.

Let us carry on in the tradition of our ancestors with Heneni and action.

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Lessons from Sukkot 5786

As Sukkot came to a close, | had many thoughts of "home” and how that relates fo the idea of a Jewish home.
Home to me has never been an actual place so to speak well at least not just one place. Wherever | am at and
with those | love that is home to me. | feel sometimes we get too caught up in trying to keep up with others even
with our living situations that we forget anywhere can be home if you want it fo be.

Home for me is being in a place where you support each other, cheer each other on and truly want what’s best for
each other. Home can be anywhere for people some people may not have people af their "home” but when they
go to Shul that may be their home and where they have that love for each other. | feel a house is built on love and
you must love everyone and meet them where they are. If the Jews could travel 40 years through the desert with a
Sukkah, then we really need to appreciate what we have. | think people tend to take having a physical home for
granted and forget there are so many people that don’t have a roof over their head at night. These people make
their homes from boxes, tents, under bridges and a lot of times live in community with others who are also
homeless. They make their own family to survive, which to be honest is what all of us are trying fo do. The Jews
also didn’t have a permanent place they called home while wandering the desert for forty years, but they stayed
together. It would have been so different had there been a lack of community and multiple groups went off their
own way | doubt Judaism would be what it is today.

| don’t take having a place to go to that’s warm and protects me for granted, ever. In 2008 | was staying with who
| thought was my best friend and was being a nanny and cleaner for her and her son. That was when she lost
custody fo his dad and her and her partner told me | needed to get out. | learned what it meant to have nothing
and no idea what to do. | walked the streets with my backpack of clothes | could get and that was it. | eventually
found a homeless shelter and | was so happy to just have a roof over my head to keep me warm during the cold
nights of winter. | saw and met so many people while | was at the shelter some were dangerous, but | had a guy
named Poet who always looked out for me. He was my hero in my darkest hour, and he too was homeless. Poet
didn’t look at the shelter in a negative light he looked at it as a springboard to help move back into life and be
successful. We all need to look at every situation as a springboard to move us into the next phase of our lives. He
had such an impact on me with how positive his aftitude was, how he genuinely loved people and never met a
stranger, he would falk to anyone who wished to talk to him. | had the privilege of calling him my friend we spent
so many hours sharing our poetry which we both loved and both pretty good at. On the days just sitting at the park
with Poet reading our latest poems and discussing our hopes and dreams for me that was home.

Everyone has their own idea what home is, and a lot of people get hung up on the physical aspect but those are
just walls with a roof. The building has no feelings, emotions, it cant speak to you. It's people that make a house
a home, not the building. | am so lucky that my view on what home is has always maybe been a little unique, but
that’s ok because | can be home in so many places not just one.

When | visit my Nana that’s one of my homes and it’s always a place | know | can go fo if | need. My family at her
home has always said, “if you're family, the door is never shut.” That’s such a beautiful thing knowing you have
places you can go to and always have a home. | count myself very lucky because | have so many places | can
always go to, and it will be home because of the people. People make a home not the structure, but we need to
be mindful that the structure protecting us isn't afforded by everyone and we need to be grateful for what we have.
The Sukkah was home in the desert; the home wasn’t in one space; it had to move as the Jews moved towards
Israel. The place wasn’t important, the structure, regardless of what it was made of was their home and they had
each other. That to me shows the resiliency of Jews from then forward. Home is fluid not set and Jewish people
have been ripped from their homes many times, but so many stories have come from survivors on how they made
do with what they had and leaned on each other for help. Those are the stories that show me how resilient we

The days are growing shorter, and the nights longer. As we are now covering two months in our newsletter, |
want to share, once more, a Hanukkah favorite of mine, Hershel and the Hanukkah Goblins by Eric Kimmel,
illustrated by Trina Schart Hyman. Hershel of Ostropol is a well-loved hero/trickster of Jewish folklore. In this
tale he stops at a small village on the first night of Hanukkah, looking forward to light, warmth, merry songs, and platters of
golden latkes. But the village is dark and silent. Goblins haunt the synagogue on the top of the hill, explain the villagers, and
the goblins hate Hanukkah. Herschel knows he must do something to help the villagers. To find out what he does, read this
wonderful book! It is a treat for young and old alike. Please contact me if you'd like to borrow the temple’s copy. It is also
available from the Waltham Public Library in multiple formats.

Temple Beth Israel Memorial Park

Temple Beth Israel has maintained a cemetery for its members since 1951. Beth
Israel Memorial Park is located on South Street, between the Stanley Elementary
g School and Children's Hospital. Graves are available in Section A (the right side as
you enter the cemetery), Section B (the left side as you enter the cemetery) and in
Kulanu (the left side, after Section B). The cost to purchase an individual grave in
Sections A or B for Temple members is $2,200 ($4,400 for two). The cost for non-
members is $3,600 per grave, which includes one year of membership.

You must be a Temple member for two or more consecutive years to take advantage of Member pricing; Non-
member pricing applies to all others.

Kulanu is dedicated to serving the needs of Jewish Temple members who are married fo a non-Jewish
spouse. Graves in the Kulanu interfaith section are sold in lots of two, at a total cost of $4,400 for members. The
cost for non-members is $7,200 for a lot of two, which includes one year of family membership.
